9. Critérios de Avaliagao

A avaliacdo tem em conta o mérito dos candidatos.

As candidaturas consideradas admissiveis serdo pontuadas numa escala de 0 a 100 em cada um dos

seguintes critérios de avaliacao:

Critério A — Avaliacdo curricular e dos demais documentos apresentados, com peso de 100%;

o Al -Desempenho académico e a sua relevancia para as areas ou projeto, com peso de 50%;

o A2 - Adequacdo do Curriculum Vitae as areas do projecto, com peso de 50%.

Caso o Juri considere necessario, podera ser realizada uma entrevista com os candidatos classificados
nas trés primeiras posi¢oes, de acordo com a ordenacgao resultante dos critérios acima mencionados.
Neste caso, a pontuacdo final incluira a avaliagao curricular (conforme descrito acima), valorizada em
40%, e a entrevista, valorizada em 60%. Se nenhum dos candidatos tiver o perfil adequado (avaliagdo

global inferior a 50%), a bolsa ndo sera atribuida.

scholarships in Data Science, for master’s students, under the Research Scholarship Regulation of

NOVA University of Lisbon and The Research Fellow Statute (EBI).

The scholarships with the reference IMS_BI_ KNOW-NET-COMPET_2025_01, within the scope of the
project “Embedded Knowledge and Networks: Complexity in Antitrust Collusion Mitigation (KNOW-
NET-COMPET)”, running at NOVA IMS, are supported by revenues from the aforementioned project,

financed by the Foundation for Science and Technology I.P.
1. Researcher Profiles
Who can apply for this call:

e National citizens or citizens of other member states of the European Union;
e (Citizens of third States;
e Stateless persons;

e (Citizens enjoying political refugee status.
To apply for the Master Research Scholarship it is necessary to:

e Have a degree in Data Science, Statistics, Computer Engineering, or related areas;
e Solid knowledge of programming, particularly in Python;

e Knowledge in Artificial Intelligence;

e Knowledge in Machine Learning and Deep Learning;

e Enrollment in the Master's program in Data Science and Advanced Analytics (or similar).

2. Work plan and goals to achieve

The project "Embedded Knowledge and Networks: Complexity in Antitrust Collusion Mitigation
(KNOW-NET-COMPET)" aims to map and study competitive markets to aid in the identification of

irregularities associated with market manipulation. To that end, the Project will use methods from
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Network Analysis and Deep Learning to present a prototype that can be used by market supervising
entities.
In this project, the roles and objectives of each Fellow will be:

- Collection and analysis of data concerning the economic activities of Portuguese firms in the context

of public procurement

- Literature Review

- Inference of the network structure stemming from the competitive relationships

- Characterization of the market structure using advanced network analysis methods

- Apply Graph Representation Learning to aid in the prediction of likely competitive relationships
- Production of a Master Thesis and Scientific Paper

Compliance with ethical standards and responsibility are considered fundamental to the position.

3. Applicable Legislation and Regulations

The call is governed by the present Opening Notice, by the FCT Research Grant Regulations, approved
by Regulation No. 950/2019, published in the Il Series of the Diario da Republica of December 16,
2019, and by the approved Research Fellow Statute by Law n2. 40/2004, of August 18, in the current

wording, and by other applicable national and community legislation.

4. Workplace

The work will be developed at the facilities of NOVA Information Management School (NOVA IMS),
Campus de Campolide, 1070-312 Lisboa, Portugal, under the scientific supervision of Professor Dr.
Mauro Castelli.

5. Type and Duration of Scholarships

Research grants for master’s degree is intended to finance the carrying out, by the fellow, of research

activities leading to obtaining the academic master's degree in Portuguese universities.
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The scholarships will have an estimated duration of 9 months, according to the activity plan and the

project’s end date, under the num. 2 and paragraph a) of num. 4 of article 6" of FCT I. P Research

Grants Regulation. n2 950/2019.

6. Amount of monthly maintenance allowance

The amount of the scholarship corresponds to €1.040,98, according to the table of monthly

maintenance allowances in the Research Scholarship Regulations of FCT I.P.
The monthly payment will be made by bank transfer.

The scholarship may also include other components, under the terms set out in article 18 of the RBI

and in the amounts provided for in its Annex Il.

All scholarship holders benefit from personal accident insurance for research activities, supported by

Nova Information Management School (NOVA IMS).

All scholarship holders who are not covered by any social protection regime can ensure the exercise
of the right to social security through adherence to the voluntary social insurance regime, under the
terms of the Social Security System's 17 Contributory Scheme Code, ensuring FCT I.P. the charges
resulting from contributions under the terms and with the limits provided for in article 22 of FCT I.P.

7. Application Admissibility Requirements

It is essential, under penalty of non-admission to the Call, to attach the following documents to the

application:

e Certificates of qualification of the academic degrees held, specifying the final classification
and, if possible, the classifications obtained in all subjects taken, or, alternatively, the
candidate's declaration of honor on how (s)he completed the bachelor’s degree by the end of
the application deadline;

e Registration of recognition of academic degrees awarded by foreign higher education

institutions and registration of the respective final classification conversion to the Portuguese
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classification scale, or, alternatively, the candidate's declaration of honor on how he obtained
the recognition of the foreign degree equivalent to a bachelor’s degree until the end of the
application period;

Proof of Master's enrolment in Information Management/Information Systems/Data Science.

The following should be noted for the above-mentioned admissibility requirements:

In the case of academic degrees awarded by foreign higher education institutions, and to
ensure the application of the principle of equal treatment to candidates who hold foreign and
national academic degrees, it is mandatory to recognize those degrees and convert their final
grade to the Portuguese grading scale. Recognition of academic degrees and foreign diplomas
as well as the conversion of the final grades to the Portuguese grading scale may be required
in any public higher education institution, or in the Directorate-General for Higher Education
(DGES, just in the case of automatic recognition). In this regard, it is suggested that the DGES
portal be consulted at the following address: http://www.dges.gov.pt.

Only candidates who have completed the course of study leading to a bachelor's will be
admitted until the end of the application period. If they do not yet have the certificate of
completion of the course, a declaration of honor will be accepted by the candidates in which
they have completed the necessary qualifications for the purposes of the competition by the
end of the application deadline. The granting of the scholarship is always dependent on the
presentation of the evidence of the ownership of the academic qualifications necessary for

the granting of the scholarship.

The candidates who will not present the elements of the candidacy that are considered as mandatory

will be excluded from the public competition.

Deadline for application

The submission is open between the 21st of March 2025 and 8:00 PM (Lisbon time) on the 4th of April

2025.

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Each candidate may submit only one (1) application, failing which all applications submitted will be

cancelled.
The evaluation considers the merits of the applicant.

The candidates must be the authors of the submitted applications. False declarations or plagiarism by
candidates is a reason for exclusion of the application, without prejudice to the adoption of other

sanctioning measures.

9. Evaluation Criteria

Applications considered admissible will be scored on a scale of 0 to 100 on each of the following

evaluation criteria:
Criterion A — Evaluation of the curriculum and other submitted documents, with a weight of 100%;

e Al - Academic performance and its relevance to the areas or project, with a weight of 50%;

e A2 —Relevance of the Curriculum Vitae to the areas of the project, with a weight of 50%.

If the Jury deems it necessary, an interview may be held with the candidates placed in the first three
positions according to the ordering resulting from the previous criteria. In this case, the final score will
include the curriculum assessment (as described above), valued at 60%, and the interview, valued at
40%. If none of the candidates has the appropriate profile (overall assessment below 50%), the

scholarship will not be awarded.

Important notes for candidates with diplomas issued by foreign higher education institutions:

e (Candidates with diplomas issued by foreign higher education institutions can apply and will
be evaluated using the same criteria as candidates with diplomas issued by Portuguese
institutions, if they present, in their application, proof of recognition of academic degrees and
the conversion of final classification for the Portuguese classification scale under the terms of
the applicable legislation.

e (Candidates with foreign degrees who do not show proof of conversion from the final
classification to the Portuguese classification scale will be evaluated with the minimum

classification (0 points) in sub criterion Al.
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e Inany case, scholarship contracts with candidates with diplomas issued by foreign institutions
will only be concluded upon presentation of proof of recognition of academic degrees and
conversion of the final classification, as stated above.

e (Candidates whose application is assessed with a final rating of less than (50) points are not

eligible for scholarship.

NOVA IMS reserves the right not to award the proposed scholarship if candidates do not meet the

requirements indicated in this notice.

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12. Deadlines and procedures for prior hearing, complaint, and appeal

After communicating the provisional list of the results of the evaluation, the candidates have a period
of 10 working days to, willingly, express themselves in the pre-hearing of interested parties, in

accordance with Articles 121 and following of the Code of Administrative Procedure.

The final decision shall be given after the analysis of the statements presented at the prior hearing of
interested parties. A claim may be lodged within 15 working days or, alternatively, an appeal may be
lodged within 30 working days, both counted from their notification. Applicants who choose to submit
a complaint must address their statement to the members of the Selection Jury. Applicants who

choose to appeal must address the appeal to the Selection Jury.
